Goals of the Project: To strengthen institutional capacity of key stakeholders and 

establish key mechanisms to govern and coordinate climate action and finance to 

engage with the GCF systematically and effectively.

- a Coordination Mechanism will be established and operationalized.

climate measures to fund through the GCF facility in Turkmenistan, but also 

includes the readiness and support measures to ensure that GCF programming is 

firmly and sustainably based on climate justification, national needs and in 

accordance with the established investment criteria. 

Goal of the round table: To familiarize representatives of government 

organizations, academia and financial institutions with the principles of international 

climate finance engagement with the GCF, as well as with the Turkmenistan 

Readiness Project.
